The library is offering a new service - Learning Express. This online 

resource provides library cardholders with access to all sorts of materials 

including e-books to improve math and writing skills, test preparations for 

the ACT and SAT, resume and interviewing skills for job seekers, to name a 

few. There are even test preparations for the civil service exam or 

commercial driverôs license exam.  

 

There are resources available for students at all levels from elementary 

schools to college.

All you need to do to use the 

Learning Express resource is to login from your home computer (or a 

library computer) using your library card and PIN#.
